Overall Course Description: 

This year students will work on a variety of material. Various reading and grammar aspects, along with writing skills will be covered. Students will also ready and analyze fiction and non-fiction works, including poetry, drama, short stories, and novels. The specific works will be discussed later. Students will be expected to keep an organized and complete classroom binder. The main objectives of any English class are the development and improvement of reading and writing skills.  
Attendance policy: 

Students are expected to attend class every day. See the student handbook for school specifics. 

Tardy policy: 

Students  are expected to be in their seat with ID badges on and class binders out BEFORE the bell rings. See the handbook for any addition school specifics. 
Cell phones/Other electronic devices:

Cell phones are to be turned off, unless students are asked by the teacher to use them for class work.  Students will follow the handbook concerning all other electronic devices.
Materials Needed: These items will be needed EVERY day.

1. A 1 inch three ring binder with pockets.  Binder will be used for daily bell work, reading logs, journaling, and class work. These binders stay in class and are part of the class grade.
2. 5 dividers to go inside the three ring binder

3. Pen/Pencil (Pencils are a must) and paper

4. Student Handbook

5. An independent reading book (I have a very large classroom library available to students. Also, if you’d like to donate new or used books, we’d be grateful to have them.)
Course Requirements and Procedures:

1. Students will:

A. Follow all procedures and rules of the school and classroom.

B. Read all assigned materials and complete all class assignments.

C. Work both individually and in teams.

2. Students are expected to:

A. Have respect—this includes respect for others, school property, and self.

B. Come to class and be on time.

C. ALWAYS GIVE THEIR BEST!
Student Handbook:

Students are expected to bring their planners to class every day. They will use several items on a regular basis: hall pass, planning calendar, etc. Without a handbook, students DO NOT leave the classroom. In emergency situations, a student without agendas will take a d-hall to leave. If missing agenda becomes an issue, student will be turned over to the assistant principal for discipline. 

Remember I’m here to teach you. If you need academic or personal help, I’m here to help you. 

Grading criteria:

Points will be assigned to all assignments. Point value will fluctuate with the importance of the assignment. The school follows the 100-90 A, 89-80 B, etc. grading scale.

Late work policy: When work is turned in late, its relevance is lost. Class and home work are essential to good performance on tests. Because of that, the English department keeps a strict late work policy. 
1. Work turned in before the end of the day, 10% off.

2. Work turned in the next day, 20% off. (not next time the student has class)

3. Work turned in the 2nd day (the next class period), 25% off.

4. Work turned in the 3rd day or later, 50% off.

5. Teacher reserves the right to refuse work turned in later than a week.

If a student is absent, HE/SHE is responsible for finding out missed assignments. Procedure: 1) Look in the daily assignment folder for list of work items missed. 2) Get any handouts from missed assignments box. 

Objectives and Goals: (Oral, Visual, Listening, Reading, Writing, and Research)
1. Students will demonstrate effective oral, visual, and listening skills.

2. Students will employ, demonstrate competency, apply, and/or develop purposes, topics, forms, audiences, strategies, conventions, and craftsmanship in their writing.

3. Students will apply a variety of comprehension strategies and read, examine, and respond to a wide range of texts.

4. Students shall acquire and apply skills in vocabulary development and word analysis to be able to read fluently.

5. Students shall engage in inquiry and research to address questions, to make judgments about credibility, and to communicate findings in ways that suit the purpose and audience.
